TO EVERY CHRISTIAN: Read the Bible, God’s word every day. Why? Well,
the strength of our faith and our ability to stand firm against temptation lies in
our knowledge of the Bible. In Romans 10:17 we find that “Faith comes by
hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” The Psalmist wrote in Psalm 1 about
the prosperity of the person who reads and knows God’s word. “Blessed is the
man who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor stands in the path of
sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful; but his delight is in the law of the
Lord, and in His law he meditates day and night.” This person is pictured as a
healthy tree growing and prospering year after year and finishes by saying, “"And
whatever he does shall prosper.” In Matthew 7:24-27 Jesus finished His sermon
on the mountain with statements about the importance of hearing and doing His
word and how foolish it is to hear and know what needs to be done and then just
not do it. Wise people hear, learn, know, and do. Are you one of the wise? Or
one of the foolish. And think about how Jesus was strong enough to resist the
devil's temptations in Matthew 4. At every turn Jesus said, “It is written...”
